Notes for Donors

You MUST pay an amount of income tax and/or capital gains tax equal to the tax that the church reclaims on your donations (e.g. for 2000/01 this was 28p for each £1 you donate).

You can cancel the declaration at any time by notifying the church.

If your circumstances change and you no longer pay income tax and/or capital gains tax equal to the tax that is being claimed, you should notify the church.  No explanation is required.

Please also notify the church if you change your name or address while the declaration still applies.

It is a requirement that all donations on which tax is reclaimed is in a traceable form i.e. only money collected by envelope (named or numbered), cheques, standing order, direct debits or via receipts.  Loose cash placed in the collection/offertory cannot be tax efficient.

If you are a higher rate tax payer, you can claim further tax relief via your self assessment return.
